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Fifty motor vehicles were observed at each of ten intersections to discover how many cameto a
complete stop. Observations were made at one three-way, seven four-way, one five-way and
one six-way high-traffic intersections controlled by stop signs. A total of 373 out of 500
(74.6%) motor vehicles did not come to a complete stop.
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
