The USC Schedule of Classes , www.usc.edu/soc , now lists the textbooks required for each course. If textbook information has been provided to the USC bookstore an icon ( a stack of books) will appear under the “Info” heading. When the book icon is clicked, the Book List will appear in a highlighted box.

For the spring 2010 schedule, compliance was very good. Textbooks were listed for more than 80% of the courses.

For the fall schedule of classes, the due date for Faculty Textbook Requests to the USC Bookstore is February 22, 2010. Please submit your textbook requests to the USC Bookstore, http://www.usc.edu/aux-services/bookstore/ftr.html  , by the deadline.  Timely submittal helps control book costs by allowing the USC Bookstore to source more used books and offer the best price to the students during textbook buyback in May 2010 as well as keep us in compliance  with federal law.
