All the artworks
selected by this process will become part of the Campus Center’s permanent collection and the
student will receive an honorarium if selected.

SUBMISSION & IMAGE PRESENTATION

Artwork must be submitted on 35mm slides or saved on a CD. Label slides with your name, title,
media, dimensions and directional arrow to indicate the top of the slide. Forimages on a CD,
please include a single reference sheet with images numbered. Include the title, media, and date
of the work. The image files should be saved with titles.

Along with the images, please attach a sheet that includes your name, major, student
identification number, USC email address, telephone number, and a short description of each work
of art that you are submitting.

The deadline to submit art is FRIDAY, MAY 1ST.
All entries must be received by this date, no exceptions. Early submission is encouraged.

NOTIFICATION OF ACCEPTANCE

All artists will be notified of acceptance or non-acceptance no later than June 1, 2009 via email.
Accepted artists will receive details pertaining to the delivery of artwork and further details
regarding the Opening Gala and exhibition.
