


COURSE DESCRIPTION. This program, now in its 38th year, is developed especially for
internists and generalists who care for adults. Throughout the five-day course, physicians will be
given the opportunity to enhance their own Diagnostic and Therapeutic Skills in Internal Medicine
usinP a unique course format. Every toPic and presentation will include case studies posing
challenging questions regarding the condition discussed. Participants will respond anonymously
using an electronic audience response system to questions about the differential diagnosis,
laboratory testing and imaging, and therapeutic options for each case presented. The group
responses to all questions will immediately be compiled and presented via the electronic audience
response system so that individual participants can anonymously compare their own choices to those
of their colleagues, and the expert presenter can provide discussion of the related issues. This
format has been demonstrated to facilitate interaction and discussion, and to enhance the adult
learning experience.

In addition to the interactive cases described above, all participants will have abundant opportunity
to discuss questions with the faculty in roundtable discussions, and one-on-one.

In conclusion, outpatients at high
cardiovascular risk continue to be under-treated as a result of a combination of physician underestimation of
cardiovascular risk (knowled?e gap) and barriers to implementation of evidence-based therapy (practice gap).’
Man?/ patients treated with lipid-lowering medications’ in clinical practice do not achieve targeted National
Cholesterol Education Program (NCEP) goals despite the proven efficac?/ of these medications. Altering physician
attitu_deszand beliefs about treating patients to goal would be useful, closing the gaps between knowledge and
practice.

ngrl / ones-half of all hypertensive patients do not maintain control of hypertension according to JNC 7
guidelines.

Women’s Health A systematic review of HPV-related beliefs and HPV vaccine acceptability revealed that HPV
vaccine programs in the United States should emphasize high vaccine effectiveness, the high likelihood of HPV
infection, and physicians' recommendations, and address barriers to vaccination.*

There have been rapid advances in the diagnosis and treatment of conditions and diseases affecting women.
The women'’s health lectures are designed to provide health care professionals with current methodologies for
diagnosis and treatment of their female patients and information to bridge the gap in knowledge and performance.

Infectious Disease Gaps remain regarding optimal management of staph infections in the community and
hospital; ...up-to-date practices by the medical community can close these gaps.® New guidelines and vaccines
continue to be introduced for manaf?ement of many infectious diseases and many adult immunizations such as
those for zoster, hepatitis and of flu. Educational gap analysis has identified two areas to be addressed: 1)
increased knowledge and 2) increased confidence on the part of Primary Care Physicians in the discipline of
Infectious Diseases.

Neurology There is a growing bodY of evidence to suggest that continuous learning opportunities are needed
to help clinicians provide high quality and informed care, particularly in a complex chronic illness such as
Parkinson’s disease.®

The era of therapeutic nihilism in dementia has ended, with the emer%ence of agents for symptomatic treatment,
those that 7delay the course of the disease or prevent the onset of dementia, and new methods to manage
symptoms.

Adherence, HIV, Hematology Patient adherence to medical recommendations is an ongoing challenge, and
many gaps exist between research and practice applications.®

A knowledge-practice gap exists in that early intervention guidelines for the care of HIV-infected individuals
presume that the majority seek medical care before their CD4 lymphocyte counts decline, however a substantial
proportion of HIV-infected individuals initiate care late in disease progression and do not know their CD4 counts.’

Endocrinology The difference between present treatment success rates and those thought to be achievable
using best-practice guidelines, such as the diabetes best practices described here, is known as a quality gap. This
diabetes quality gap is a source of growing concern for researchers and clinicians alike.™

Despite numerous published guidelines, a recognized care gap exists between recommendations and practice
with regard to the diagnosis and treatment of osteoporosis in individuals with fractures."
